e recently visited Koos Kleynhans, a Free State farmer. He is most enthusiastic about 
Radium’s dual tine tipper. When he changed over from his old rippers to Radium’s big 
‘uns, the cost savings were immediately apparent.

Koos cultivates 4000 hectares and has 
two tractors that pull his new six-row dual tine tippers 
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Each tractor cultivates 45 hectares a day. The fuel 
consumption of Koos’s previous rippers was 18 litres 
of diesel per hectare. Since Koos took his new Radium 
rippers in use, the tractors use only 15 litres per hectare.  
This means a saving of R120 000 in fuel consumption. 
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harvest.

One of the advantages of Radium’s dual tine tipper 
is that the shears can be adjusted according to the 
farmer’s preference for the rows that have to be planted. Another advantage is that the frame is very 
sturdy, while the ripper still draws easily thanks to the design of the tines.

Koos added that he was very happy with the service he received from Radium. In his opinion, the design 
of the Radium dual tine tipper is excellent – he would not change anything. The ripper’s price also gives 
real value for money.
